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Entrepreneur and Author to Deliver Wang Lecture

business and who also wrote a best-selling book will speak about his experiences later this
month. Barnett Helzberg, Jr., the former chairman of the board of Helzberg Diamonds, will

Helzberg expanded the family jewelry business from 15 units to more than 145 units in 23
states, making it the third largest jewelry store chain in the US by the time the firm was sold in
1995 to Berkshire Hathaway, a company owned by Warren Buffett. Helzberg chronicled what he
learned in his business career in his book What | Learned Before | Sold to Warren Buffett: An

Entrepreneur’s Guide to Developing a Highly Successful Company.
